G.S8.R. 425E).— In exercige of the powers conferred by proviso o articie 309 of the Constitution, and in
supersassion of the Indian Economic Service Rules, 1961, except as respocts things done or omitted to be
done before such supersession, the President hereby makes the following ruies requlating the method of
recruitment to the Indian Economic Service, namely:-

1. Short Title and Commencement- {1) These rules may be called ihe Indian Economic Seivice
Rules, 2008,
(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Oficial Gazette.

9 - Definition- In these rules, unfess the context niherwise requires, (2} Board” means the indian
Economic Service Beard referred to in rule 4 '
(b} “Commission” means the Union Public Senvice Commission, .
{c} “Committee” means tie Departmantai Bromation Committee constiuled o consider the promotion
to or confirmation in any grade as indicated in Schedule V;
(¢ “Controliing Authority” means the Department of Economic Afiairs, Ministry of Finance,
Government of india as referred o in rule 4,

{e}) “Duty Post’ means the posts which are included in Scheduls §;

() “Examination’ means the compefilive examination consisting of a written examination and an
interview held by the Commission for recruitment to the indian Sconomic Service as indicated in
 Schedule 11l
{g) “Grade" means a grade specified in Column (2) of Schedule |;

) “Schedule” means the schedule annexed to these rules;

(i} “Service” means the indian Ecoriomic Service constituted under rule 3;

(i} “Scheduled Castes” and “Scheduled Tribes” shall have the meanings respectively assigned to

them in clauses (24) and (25) of article 366 of the Constitution of Incia,

{k} “"Other Backward Classes"” shall comprise the castes and communities notified by the Central

Government from me fo time. 7
(}  "Regular Service”, in relation to any grade, means the period of sewvice in that grade rendered after
selection to that grade and include any period-
() taken into account for purpose of seniority in the case of these already in service at the time of
nctification of these rules, :
(i) during which an officer would have heid a post in thal grade but for being on leave or
otherwise not being available for hoiding such posts. .
3 Constitution of the Service- (1) There shali be a consfituled Service known as the Indian
Economic Service consisting of persons appointed to the Service under rules 6 and 7.
(2)  All thé posts included in the Service shall be classified as Group ‘A’ posts. .
(3) The Service, shall on the date of commencement of these rules, consist of officers who have
aiready been appointed on a regular basis fo the Indian Economic Service in the various grades as
specified in Schedule ! .
(4} The reguiar basis service of officer referred to in sub-rule {3) in the respective corresponding
grades, rendered prior to the publication of these rules, shall continue to count as qualifying service
for the purpose of seniciity, confirmation, promotion and pension.
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Controlling Authority- (1) The Government of India, Ministry of Finance, Depadment of Economic
Affairs shall be the Controlling Authority of the Service which shalt work on the advice of a Board o
be known as Indian Economic Service Beard.

The Controfling Authosity shall notify the composition of the Rpard in the Cfficial Gazette for the
purposes of these rules.

Grades, Authorized sirengih and its review- (i} The autherized permanent strength of the
various grades of the Service ori the date of commencement of these rules, the aumber of posts in
each grade and the pay scales attached thereto, shall be as specified in Schedule 1.

The distribution of posts over various Ministiies or Depariments and designation of each post shall
be as specified in Schedule 1.

Afier the date of commencement of these rules, the authorized permanent strength of various
grades of the Service shall be such as may, from time io time, be datermined by the Gavernment,
which shail bs duly incorporated info the Recruitinent Rules by amending Scheduie 1 and Schedute
il

The Controlling Authority may, with the approval of the Depariment of Expenditure, make such
temporary additions or adjustments lo the sfrangth of respective grades as it may deem necessary
from time 1o time subject te any general or special orders that may he issuad by the Governmant,
The Controlling Authority may, with the approval of lhe Depariment of Expenditure, make such
adjustments in the distibution of posts between different Ministry or Depariment, keeping in view
the needs of the particizating Ministry or Department.

The Controlling Authority may, with the approvai of the Depariment of Expenditure, inciude in the
Service such posts (other than those included in Scheduie i) as may be deemed equivalent 10 the
posts included in the Service in status, grades, scales of pay and professionai context, or exciide
from the Service any pasts included in the said Schedule.

The Controliing Authority shall menage the postsin a ceniralized manner, making the orders of the
Controfling Authority binding cn the participating Ministry or Department.

Future Maintenance of the Service- The posls in any of the grades shalt be governed by and
filled in the following manner namely,-

60 per cent of the posts in the grade of Assistant Director (Junior Time Scale) shall be filed by
direct recruitment on the basis of ihe results of the Examination, to be held by the Commissicn in
the manner specified in Schedule 113,

The remaining 40 per cent of the posts in thal grade (le. Assistant Director) shail be filed by
promotion of Economic officers or officers holding equivatent pasts (pay scale of Rs. 6,508-10,500)
recognized by the Controliing Authority for this purpose, on the basis of sefection in accordance
with the provisions of Schedule V. ' _

After the tota) number of posts at Junior Time Scale level is apportioned between direct recruitmen
and promotion on the basis cf (a) and (b) above, recruitment or promoation for yearly vacancies
shall be made with reference o the shortage in the respective streams at Junior Time Scale iovel
vis-a-vis the prescribed rafio.

Appointments in the Service o the posts of Deputy Director {Senior Time Scale} and above shall
be made by promation from amongst the officers in the next jower grade with the minimum
qualifying service as specified in Column (5) of Schedule V.

Promotion of officers shall be made by 'selection’ on the basis of the recommendations ol the
Departmental Promotion Committee canstituted in accordance with Schedule V.

Appointment to the Service- {1) All appointments to the Service afler notification of these rules
shall be made by the Govermment.

fnitial appointment of the persons reciuited fo the Service under clauses (a) and (b} of rule & shall
be in the Junior Time Scale of the Service. '

The date of appointment of a direct recruit appointed under clause (a) of rule 6 shall be the datc on
which helshe was recommended by the Commission for appointment to the Junior Time Scale

The date of appointment of a promotee officer appointed under clause (b) of rule 6 shail be the
date on which hefshe was included in the Select List recommended by Commissicn for promolion
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to Junior Time Scale, or the date on which he was appointed fo the Jurior Time Scale, whichever '

may be the later.
The date of appoiniment of officers promoted to any other grade (ie. Senior Time Scaie and

" above) shall be the date on which he/she was included in the Sefect List as recommended by the

10.

Commitiee for promotion o that grade, or the date on which hefshe was appointed to the grade,
whichever may be the later.

Appointment to the Service shal! be subject to the orders regarding the special representation in
the Service for specific classes or categories of persons issued by the Government from time to
time.

Appointment by Deputation- In the event of ron-avallability of efigible candidates by direct
recruiiment or by promotion, the Government may appoint on depufationicontract basis o a post
borne on the Cadre of the Senvice, officers in the appropriate grade from other Departments of the
Central Govemment or, in consuliation with the Commission, from a State Government, Union
Tertitary or Statuiory, Semi Government, Public Sector Undertakings or Autonomous Bodies, and
the period of deputation shall not exceed three years.

Probatjon- (1) Candidates appointed to the Service either by direct recruitment or by promofion
under clauses (a) or {b) of rule 6, shall be on probation for & period of two years.

A probationer under training, shalt attend such lectures and undergo such examination/tests and
exercises in various training centres as decided by the Controlling Authority from time to time.

At the end of the period of training, the Controlling Authority shall assess the records, taking into
account the marks obtained by the probationer in different training institutes and departmental
examinations (including examination in Hindi}, etc.

The Goverament may extend the period of probation spef*med in sub rule (1}, if on the expiration of
lhe said period of probation or any extension thereof, as the case may be, it is of the opinion that
the probationer is not fit for permanent appointment or at any such time during such period of
probation or extension, it is satisfied that the candidate shall not be fit for permanent appointment
on the expiration of the period of such probation or of exiension, the Government may discharge or
revert a probationer to his substantive post or pass such orders as it may think fit

On the completion of the period of probation the candidates, if considered fit for permanent
appointment, shall be confirmed in their appointment.

The Controlling Authority shall prepare a list of all probationers who are recruited to the Service
through the Commission and such list shall be arranged in order of merit which shail be determined
in accordance with the marks obtainad at thé examination held by the Commission.

Sub-rule (6) shall not be applicable fo the officers appointed to the Junior Time Scale by promotion.

.As regards other matters relating to probation, the candidates shalt be governed by the orders or

instructions issued by the Government from time to time in this regard.

Seniority- (1) The seniority of the officer of the Service, appointed to any grade shall be governed
by their refative seniority obtaining immediately before the daie of commencement of these rules:
Provided that if the seniority of any officer of the Service has not been determined before the
commencement of these rules, the same shall be determined in accordance with the Indian
Economic Service Rules, 1961 apphcab!e to officer of the Ser\nce before the commencement of
these rules.

The seniority of persons appointed to the grade of Assistant Director and equivalent (Junior Time
Scale) shali be determined as follows, namely:

The inter-se seniority among the officer promoted from the grade of Economic Oificer and
equivalent, shall be determined in the order of their selection for such promotion and the officer
promoted on the basis of an earfier selection shalf rank senior to those promoted on the basis of
subsequent selection.

The inter-se seniority among the direct recruits shali be determined W|th reference to the marks
obtained in the examination as per rule 9, sub-rule {6} and any person appointed on the basis of an
earlier selection shalt rank senior io alf other persons appointed on the basis of any subsequent
selection.
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(ify The inter-se seniority among the direct recruits appointed. through the examination in a particular
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year and the promotee officers assigned to that year, shall be determined according ¢ the rofation
of vacancies between the direct recruits and promotees which shall be based on the quota
prescribed for direct recruitment and promotion in the Recruitment Rules.

The inter-se seniority of officers appainted to other grades in the Service {i.e. Senior Time Scale
and above) shali be determined in the order of their position in the respective select lists for
promotion to such grades and those promoted on the basis of an eariler selection shall rank senior
to those promoted on the basis of a subsequent selection.

In cases where juniors who have completed their qualifying or éligibifity service have beenfare
being considerad for promotion, their seniors would also be considered provided they are not short
of the requisite qualifying or efigibility service by more than half of such qualifying or etigibility
service or two years, whichever is less, and have successfully completed their probation period for
premotion to e next higher grade along with their juniors who have already completad such
qualifying or eligibiiity service.

Conditions of Service- (1} Officer appointed fo the Service shall be liable to serve anywhere in
India, including field service in or ouf of India.

The conditions of service of the officer of the Service in respect of matters for which no provision
has been made under thess niles shall be the same as are applicable from time to time, to the
officers of Central Civil Services in general. '

Disqualification- No psrson, —

who has entered into or contracted & marriage with a person having a spouse living; or

who having a spouse living, has entered into or contracted  marriage with any person,-

shall be eligible for appointment to the Service:

Provided that the Government may, if satisfied that such marriage is perwissible under the
nersonal law applicable to such person and other party to the marriage and that there are other
grounds for so daing, exempt any person from the operation of this rule.

Power to Relax- Where the Government is of the opinion that it is necessary or expedient to do so,
it may, by order, for reasons to be recorded in writing and in consultation with the Commission,
relax any of the provisions of these rules with respect fo any class or category of persons.

Saving- Nothing in these rules shall affect reservations, relaxation of age fimit and other
concessions required to be provided for the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, Other Backward
Classes and other special categories of persons in accordance with the orders issued by the
Government from time to time in this regard.

Interpretation- If any question arises relating to the interpretation of these rules, it shall be referred
1o the Government who shall decide the same.

Residuary Matters- In regard to matters not specifically covered by these ruies, or regulations or
orders made or issued there under or by-special orders, the members of the Service shall be
governed by the rules, regulations and orders applicable to the officers of Central Civil Services in
general.

1. Direct recruitment to entry grade (Junior Time Scale) of the Service shali be made through an open
. competitive examination i the manner as provided in part Il of the Schedute.
2. A candidate must be a citizen of India or he must beleng to such categories of persons as may

from time to time be notified by the Government.

Any atternpt on the part of a cardidate to obtain support for his or her candidature by any means

may make the candidate liable for being disgualified by the Commission from admission to the

Examination or selection.

4. Success in the Examination or selection confers no right to appointment, unless the Government is
satisfied, after such enquiry as may be considered necessary, that the candidate is suitable in all
respects for appointment fo the Service. :

5 No candicate shall be appointed to the Service who after such medical examination, as the
Government may specify, is not found to be in good mental and bodily health and free from any
mental or physicai defect likely to interfere with the discharge of the duties as an officer of the
Service.

6. Neperson, -

{a) who has entered into or contracted a marriage with & person having a spouse living; or

(b) who having a spouse living has entered into or contracted a marriage with any person;

shalf be eligible for appointment to the Service:

Provided that the Central Govemnment may, if satisfied that such marriage is permissible under the
personal law applicable to such person and the other party to the marriage and there are other
grounds for so doing, exempt any person from the operation of this rule.

Recruitment through Competitive Examination

1 - Halding of Examination- An open competitive examination for appointment to Junior Time Scale of
the Service shall be held at such time and place as may be specified in the Employment News
publishad by the Commission. Every such Employment News published shall, when possible,
announce the number of vacancies to be filled 'on the basis of result of the examination.
" Reservalion shall be made for candidates befonging to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and
physically disabled categories anc Other Backward Classes in respect of the vacancies as may be

fixed by the Government of India.

2. Combined Examination- If an examination held under this part is a combined examination for the
purpose of making appointment to more than one Service, the following provisions shall apply,
namely,- : '

(a) any person may apply to be admitted as a candidate for appointment in all or any of the Services

for which hie or she is eligible. # he or she wishes to be considered for appoiniment in more fhan
one Service, he or she shail state in his or her application form the names of the Services for which
he or she wishes to be considered, and the order of his or her preference for them, and in such
cases only one application form shalt be necessary, and ane payment of ihe fee referred to in
paragraph 7 shall be sufficient. .

(b Government shalt assign successiul candidates o each Service on a consideration of ail

circumstances, including any persunal preference expressed by the candidates.

3. Form of Makihg Application- A cardidate shall apply for admission fo the examination before such
date, in such marner, and in such form, as the Commission may specify.

Age Limit- A candidate must have aftained the age of 21 years and must not have atiained the age
of 30 years on the first day of January of the vear in which the examination is held:

Provided that the upper age limit may be relaxed in respect of such categories as may be notified
by the Government from time to time and to the extent notified in respect of each category

Save as provided above the age fimits prescribed can in no case be relaxed.

The Cornmission shall accept the proof of date of birth as entered in the Matriculation Certificate or
Secondary Schea! Leaving Certificate or in 2 certificate issued by a recognized indian Usiversity.

Educational Qualifications- (1) A candidate must have obtained a Post-graduate Degree in
Economics or Applied Economics or Business Ecanomics or Econometrics from a Uraversity
inccrporated by an Act of the Ceniral or State Legislature in India or other educationa! Instilutes
established by an Acl of Parliament or declared to be deemed as University under section 3 of the
University Grants Commission Act, 1956 (3 of 1956} or a foreign University approved hy the
Government from time to time. _

Candidate who have appeared at a qualifying examination, the passing of which shall rencer them
eligible to appear at this cpen comypetitive examination, but have not been informed of the result
may apply for admission te the examination. Candidate who intend o appear at such a qualifying
examination may also apply. Such candidate shall be admitted to the open competitive
examination, it olherwise ligible, bul their admission wouid ba deemed to be provisicnai and
subject to canceiiation, if they do not produce the proof of having passed ihe requisite qualifying
examination along with the delailed application form which shall be required to be subrmitted by the
candidaies who qualify on the results of the written part of the open competitive examination.

In exceptional cases, the Commission may treat a candidate, who has none of the foregoing

Candidate in Government service, whether in a permanent or in femporary capacity or as work-
charged employees, other than casual or daily-rated employees or those serving under Public
Enterprises, shall be required to suhmit an  undertaking that they have informed in writing their
Head of Office or Depariment that they have applied for the Examination.

Fee- A candidate must pay the fee prescribed by the Commission. unless exempted therefrom or
granted concessicn thereof in accordance with the exemptions andfor concessions in this respect
notified from fime fo time. '

Scheme of Examination- (1) Candidate who obtain such minimum qualifying marks in the written
examination as may be fixed by the Commission in their discretion shalf be cailed by them for viva-
voLe:

Provided that candidates befonging to the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes or the Other
Backward Ciasses may be summoned for viva-voce by the Commission by applying reiaxed
standards if the -Commission is of the opinion that sufficient number of candidates from these
communities are not likely to be cailed for viva-vace on the basis of the general standard in order to
fill up the vacancies reserved for them.

After the interview, the candidates for each Service shall be arranged by the Commission in order
of merit as disclosed by the aggregate marks finally awarded to each candidate in the written
examination as well as interview and in that order, so many candidates as are found by the
Commission to be qualified at the examination, shall be recommended for appointment uptr the
number of unreserved vacancies decided to be filled on the results of the ~«amination.

Candidate belonging to any of the Scheduled Castes or the Scleuden! Tribes or the Other
Backward Classes may, to the extent of the number of vacancies :asarved for the Scheduled
Castes or the Scheduled Tribes or the Other Backward Classes, be rzcommended by the
