you that the Union of India and the University Grants Commission have
filed separate petitions in the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India seeking
special leave to appeal the final order and judgement dated 07.04.2017
of the Hon’ble High Court of Judicature at Allahabad in WP A No. 43260
of 2016. The impugned judgement pertains to the policy of the Central
Government for reservation of posts for members of the SC/ST & OBC
communities, as implemented through the UGC’s Guidelines of 2006, in
Central Universities and those Institutions Deemed to be Universities
receiving aid from the public funds except in minority institutions under
Article 30(1) of the Constitution.
