ORDER

1. The appellant filed an application under the Right to Information Act, 2005
(RTI Act) before the Central Public Information Officer (CP10), Central Coalfield
Limited (CCL), Ramgarh, Jharkhand seeking a certified copy of service records of

her late husband Shri Budhnath Badhwar (PIS No. 12129086).
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2. The appellant filed a second appeal before the Commission on the grounds
that no information has been provided to her. The appellant requested the
Commission to direct the CPIO to provide the infromation sought for and to take
action against the erring official. She also requested the Commission to award her

compensation of Rs. 10,000/- for the finacial loss and mental agony suffered by her.
Hearing:

3. The appellant Ms. Pushpa Devi and the respondent Shri Rajmohan Jarika,
Staff Officer (Pers.), Central Coalfield Limited, Ramgarh, Jharkhand attended the

hearing through videoconferencing.

4, The appellant submitted that she has sought a certified copy of the service
records of her late husband Shri Budhnath Badhwar. She stated that as she is the
legal heir of her deceased husband, the information sought should have been

provided to her. However, the CPIO has not provided the information to her, so far.

5. The respondent submitted that as per the available records name of the wife
of late husband Shri Budhnath Badhwar is not Ms. Pushpa Devi (the appellant).
Hence, the appellant was requested to submit documents to show that she is the legal
heir of the deceased. He, however, admitted that in response to the RTI application
no reply has been provided to the appellant so far. He stated that at the time of
receiving the RTI application Shri G.S. Sanyal, Staff Officer was the CPIO, who
retired in September 2017.
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Decision:

6. The Commission, after hearing the submissions of both the parties and
perusing the records, observes that the appellant is seeking information pertaining to
the deceased Shri Budhnath Badhwar. The Commission observes that the legal heir
of a deceased is entitled to receive information pertaining to the deceased person.
However, the appellant should produce a valid document(s) to show that she is a
legal heir of the deceased to get the information. The Commission, therefore, directs
the CPIO to provide information to the appellant within a period of four weeks from
the date of receipt of a copy a death certificate of late Shri Budhnath Badhwar and a

document to establish that the appellant is his legal heir.

7. The Commission also observes that no reply in response to the RTI application
was furnished to the appellant. The Commission, therefore, directs the Registry of
this Bench to issue a Show Cause Notice to the CPI1O, Central Coalfield Limited,
Ramgarh, Jharkhand for explaining as to why action under Section 20(1) of the RTI

Act should not be initiated against him.

8. With the above observations, the appeal is disposed of.
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9. Copy of the decision be provided free of cost to the parties.
