A reserved category candidate selected on
general standards shall be eligible for
allocation against the available insider un-
reserved wvacancy as per his merit and
preference. But if he cannot be allocated
against such vacancy, for he is lower in
rank as compared with other general
category candidates, he shall be
considered for allocation as per his merit
and preference against the available
insider vacancy of his category and, In case
found eligible, adjusted by exchanging
insider vacancy in his category into insider
UR vacancy and outsider UR vacancy into
outsider reserved vacancy of his category.

| the merit list below him.

Notwithstanding what has been said above
a reserved category candidate selected on
general standards shall be eligible for
allocation against the available wun-
reserved vacancy as per his merit and
preference. But if he cannot be allocated
against such vacancy, for he is lower in
rank compared with other general
category candidates, he shall be
considered for allocation as per his merit
and preference against the available

vacancy of his category.
