N O T I F I C A T I O N  

G.S.R. .- In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 3 of the 
All India Services Act, 1951 (61 of 1951), the Central Government, after consultation 
with the State Governments, makes the following rules hrther to amend the Indian Forest 
Service (Probation) Rules, 1968, namely:- 

1. (1) These rules may be called the Indian Forest Service (Probation) 
Amendment Rules, 2009. 

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official 
Gazette. 

2. In the Indian Forest Service (Probation) Rules, 1368, for sub-rule (3) of rule 6, the 
following shall be substituted, namely.- 

"(3) A Probationer referred to in sub-rule (3) of rule (3), shall, within the 
period of probation or the extended period of probation, as the case may be, 
undergo such training in the Academy or in the State Training Institutions or in 
any other recognized training institution in the country for such period as the 
Central Gove'nment may consider necessary: 

Provided that where a probationer does not undergo such training within 
the period of probation or the extended period of probation, as the case may be, he 
shall be reverted to his substantive post in the State Forest service".
